





























HISTORIC AREAS

Hurricane Mountain Fire Tower

This area includes the fire tower on Hurricane Mountain and
a 0.5 acre square surrounding the fire tower. The fire
tower is listed on the National Register of Historic
Places. The area was reclassified from Primitive to
Historic in 2010. The designation does not preclude the
Department of Environmental Conservation from determining
the fire towers structurally unsound and should be removed,
nor does it preclude the DEC from relocating the fire tower
to another location consistent with its historic setting.
In this event, the area’s classification will, without any
further Agency action, become part of the Hurricane
Mountain Wilderness Area. The Historic Area designation
does not require, obligate or anticipate expenditure of
State funds for maintenance and restoration of the fire
tower.

St. Regis Mountain Fire Tower

This area includes the fire tower on St. Regis Mountain and
a 0.5 acre square surrounding the fire tower. The fire
tower is listed on the National Register of Historic
Places. The area was reclassified from Primitive to
Historic in 2010. The designation does not preclude the
Department of Environmental Conservation from determining
the fire towers structurally unsound and should be removed,
nor does it preclude the DEC from relocating the fire tower
to another location consistent with its historic setting.
In this event, the area’s classification will revert to
Canoe Area. The Historic Area designation does not
require, obligate or anticipate expenditure of State funds
for maintenance and restoration of the fire tower.
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
